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Yes, holes. I'm not talking about the kind 
people fuck, but I guess if you're bold 
enough, you could give it a go. No, I'm 
talking this time, on the deepest reaches 
of our planet. Places that go so far down, 
you would, lacking scienti�c instruments, 
just be like, "damn." While obviously, dig-
ging pits, burrows, and holes has long 
been a practical necessity in our existence 
as a species, some people went way nuts 
with this, and also, Mother Nature has, er, 
"blessed" us humans with some perplex-
ing depths as well—some which can even 
seem unnatural, despite being the craft of 
natural forces.

Ever dug a hole? I know I have, and it's 
hard work, but my parents were just hap-
py I wasn't playing Double Dragon and 
was doing something active. That said, I 
had to �ll that 5-foot-deep hole in again 
when they decided that my playing Dou-
ble Dragon was less of an inconvenience 
to the backyard. But some of these deep 
spots would take me a thousand lifetimes 
to recreate. 

Now, �guring out measures of depth re-
quires a baseline. When we talk height, we 
use Mount Everest as that baseline. Tallest 
mountain in the world and all that shit, at 
5.5 miles high. But what about the low-
est? People say it's the Mariana Trench—a 
vast oceanic feature in the western Paci�c 
Ocean. It's close enough to Japan that 
you could probably get sushi delivered, 
but they'd have to have a delivery vehi-
cle capable of going 7 miles underwater 
and withstanding 1,000 atmospheres of 
pressure, which, if you can't fathom (har 
har) how much pressure that exactly is, 
well, it's 1,000 times the pressure of just 
standing around on dry land, so it would 
squish you like a tomato full of intestines 

if you were suddenly transported there. If 
you �nd a genie, do not wish to go down 
there. Also, I will not be covering stuff 
underwater. I am discussing things you 
could hypothetically go visit without a 
special submarine.

Let's do our deep dive. Not ranked in any 
particular order.

Veryovkina Cave

Discovered in 1968 in Georgia (no, not 
the one with the peaches, the Slavic na-
tion), Veryovkina Cave is an astounding 
1.2 miles deep and exists high into the 
Caucasus mountains. Some intrepid Rus-
sians went down there shortly after it was 
found. How do you not notice a giant cave 
in your country, anyhow? The Russians 
made it to the bottom only as recently 
as 2018. The Georgians were apparently 
like, "fuck that, we'll let the neighbors go 
down there �rst and get back to us." 

The cave was formed over millions of 
years by glacial erosion and has brought 
very daring people from all over the world 
who wish to plumb its depths. One of 
them, a man named Sergei Koneev, went 
to tackle it himself in 2020, got stuck, and 
died of hypothermia, as the average tem-
perature down there is near freezing.

 
Mponeng Gold Mine

Located in scenic South Africa, the Mpo-
neng Gold Mine is 2.5 miles below sea 
level, making it the world's deepest mine. 
It used to go by the charming name of 
"Western Deep Levels No. 1 Shaft." Shaft! 
Can ya dig it? 

Since operations began in 1986, it has 
produced substantial levels of gold, with 
over 8.5 tons of gold mined in 2023, the 
last year we have data for alone. It's still 
in operation and has no plans on giving 
up until 2029, as there was an estimated 
1,300 tons of gold in there when they 
started, and they're gonna take every last 
bit of it. 

Unlike Veryovkina Cave, this one gets 
ridiculously hot, with miners having to 
suffer through temperatures up to 150 
degrees Fahrenheit. They were kinda 
pissed o� about that and went on strike 
because fuck that noise. Eventually, they 
started pumping an ice slurry to cool it 
down to a mere 86 degrees and sealing 
o� excavated areas with concrete to help 
insulate it better. Some 5,400 tons of rock 
are removed every damn day. Can you 
imagine? "Time to go to work," then travel 
2.5 miles down a hot mineshaft, and start 
hitting rocks with a hammer? Hard pass.

Chand Baori

In the heart of India's state of Rajasthan, 
there is a curious place called Chand 
Baori. I am...pretty sure...it's pronounced 
the way it is spelled. While it might not be 
one of the absolutely deepest places on 
Earth, it has a very unique quality: it is the 
world's deepest stepwell. What is a step-
well? It's a place carved into Earth and 
stone, in this case, completely by hand 
in the 8th century and probably well into 
the 9th. It is a series of stairwells sculpted 
from solid rock and leading down, way 
down, to water. It was built so that people 
might take a fucking slog down all these 
fucking steps to get a bucket of water to 
make some rice or something. How deep 
is it? Only some 100 feet deep, but that's 
13 stories, or 3500 steps, to go from top 
to bottom, then back again with a full 
bucket of water.

It's on here because it gets points for 
design. "How many steps?" "ALL OF 
THEM!"—a square block hewn out of the 
ground and covered on all sides by stairs 
and stairs and, oh! More stairs! You'd think 
they'd have put a bucket on a rope and 
hoist or something, but I could not �nd 
any records of them having done so.

Denman Glacier

I said I wasn't gonna do things undersea, 
but this is kind of a weird in-between. 

The Denman Glacier is the deepest non-
underwater place on Earth, but they sorta 
cheated on this one. It is the deepest natu-
ral location on land not covered by liquid 
water. It's a fucking glacier. The concept 
of it not being under liquid water seems 
like a dodge or hustle. Nevertheless, it is 
some 2.25 miles deep. It's in Antarctica, 
which should surprise nobody, and while 
discovered in 1912, not a soul had �gured 
out what the fuck it was about, until a 
research project, sadly named the "Bed 
Machine Antarctica Project," run by the 
University of California, Irvine, decided to 
map it all out in 2020. 

Bed Machine sounds like those "magic 
fingers" in motel rooms from the past, 
where they had a box that looked like 
a parking meter on your bed but, for a 
quarter, would vibrate the bed like one 
of those plastic kiddie horse rides in the 
parking lots of grocery stores.

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What $350K can get you in the Paci�c 
Northwest (Seattle and Portland edi-
tion)!

For the past year, I’ve grown wary of 
having to share living quarters with
people. I’ve been better as a solitary 
person anyway...when you try coax-
ing me into a house with you as a 
friend by saying things like, “It’s a big 
house; you’ll have your own space!” I 
know that’s bullshit because you’ll
have more of a chance to bother me 
that day, and I just want to be left in 
peace and have the ability to choose 
when to be bothered by you.

I also don’t like sharing yards or walls. 
I’m not a hermit—I swear. I just don’t 
want to hear my downstairs neigh-
bor’s dog(s) bark on repeat every day 
anytime someone walks up. The mail-
man now throws my packages at the 
door because he doesn’t want to cause 
the dog to make a ruckus. Which then 
lets him and I share a wave through 
my second-story window. Like I’m be-
ing kept prisoner, and he’s waiting for 
the signal to bail me out. 

Life sharing space with people is hell 
for me. And with 4.3 million people 
in Oregon and nearly 8 million in
Washington, �nding real estate that 
doesn’t require you to share a wall is 
hard to come by and not cheap. With 
that, I thought I’d go into what $350K 
can a�ord a person nowadays if you’re 
like me and want a stand-alone, sin-
gle-family house. That’s (apparently)
about what my partner and I can af-

ford and what I am hoping to get. We 
plan on buying very, very…very soon. 
I’m dying here. On with the shack 
show…

Starting the shack count in Seattle...
for a cool $250K, you can be the proud 
owner of this adorable houseboat. I’d 
honestly call this more of a boat with 
a bed than an actual houseboat, but 
the description says that the layout
“really packs a punch,” so maybe I 
shouldn’t judge a book by its cover. 
It brags about a �at rooftop, which
may or may not also be included in its 
450 square feet of living space. Come 
see it today before she’s sailed o� by 
some other lucky sailor!

Ugh, guys, I feel bad about saying 
this, but even after checking all of the 
“home types” on Zillow in Seattle and 
going to several other property sites, I 
realized there were literally no stand-
alone homes at this price. A carport 
costs $65K in Belltown. So I raised 
the budget up to $500K [insert large 
vomit noise]. With that, it raised my 
options a pube hair…

For a smooth $499K, you have the
luxury of owning this structure with
no value whatsoever. The value is all 
in the 9,600 sq ft lot! It was extremely 
misleading for the agent to list this
as 1,587 sq ft and 4 bed 3 bath...who 
does that?!

Now, don’t get too discouraged—it 
gets worse before it gets better. I’m
just not sure when or if it will get bet-
ter sooner or later…

$480K in Seattle will also buy you this 
charming 1,200 sq ft single-family
bungalow. Don’t let the outside fool 
you, it’s worse inside. Kind of like peo-
ple. Actually…it’s a great analogy for a 
city. Ugly on the outside and ugly on 
the inside. At least you always know 
what you’re getting.
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I was getting pretty bummed out look-
ing at Seattle real estate, so I switched 
it up and dove down to Tacoma and
put the budget back at $350K. You’d 
be surprised what money can get you 
if you just decide to not mind about 
the constant smell of poop and mi-
asma coming from the recycling or
garbage facility there. This charming 
home, for instance…

At $350K, this 3 bed 2 bath beauty 
can be yours. You just have to live in 
Tacoma and always smell poop.

Further south, down to Portland—
where I’ll actually be looking—my 
money goes a bit further. Similar to
Tacoma, and sometimes even further. 
Take this “charming cottage” as an 
example of what $310K can buy you. 
All you have to do is �ll it with your 
hopes, dreams, and any �nancial se-
curity you have.

Like Seattle, there are several house-
boats listed in this budget (and most 
are at least 1,300 sq ft in this price 
range). But let’s stick to houses here. 

Portland likes to have a lot of auctions 
for…er…folks from the state below 
Oregon to come purchase with cash. 
It kind of leaves a person like me, 
who has to literally apply for grants 
and FHA programs to help supply 
the funds, out to dry. There’s this one 
house, for instance; it’s a behemoth. 
I know where it’s at, and it’s an awe-
some house. But it’s been in “auction 
status” for two years. It’s just sitting 
there!

Just know you are not alone, 
and your real estate agent is not the 
only person you should hire to help 
you when trying to �nd a home. I 
swear, they’re trying to put us all in
condos and row houses…

(cough), failing musician, you get obnox-
iously excited about every little step in the 
direction that involves you not having a day 
job. I get it. So please understand that I’m not 
laughing at you; I’m laughing at us. Also, I’ve 
seen enough memes, screenshots, Reddit 
threads, and, I think, one Hard Times article
that makes fun of musicians doing this same 
thing, so as far as I care, it’s fair game. We can 
all agree it’s annoying, and we should stop. 
Oftentimes, when you see a social media 
post of your favorite local band saying “big 
things coming,” ten out of ten times, it’s nev-
er anything your average music consumer
would consider “big.” A new song is not a big 
thing, that’s the last thing you did.

But I’m not here to just talk shit and drink 
whiskey. Your fans (all �ve of ‘em) do care 
about you �nally having your performance
therapy and �nally paying your bills. They 
want to see you succeed. If for no other rea-
son than you’ll stop asking them to “get this 
round.”

However, I think it’s time you all realized what 
your average person would consider a “big 
thing” that is indeed “coming,” so you know 
when to make this inevitable social media 
post to try to get your �ve fans to tell their
friends that their loser friend might have �-
nally caught their big break.

You Got Signed to a Label That  
Actually Gave You an Advance

This is really the only big news your fans
want to hear. You got the signature. You got 
the contract. You made it. I mean, you could 
still die in obscurity from a drug overdose. 
Signed artists go nowhere all the time and 
sometimes end up in debt to the label, but 
it’s the �rst step toward an actual career. I 
hate to say it, but it’s true. People just don’t 
buy enough physical music for you to get 
by simply from selling your wares. Unless
you’re living rent-free at your poor girlfriend’s 
house like a young Bob Dylan, you need the 
machine to help churn out your product and 
give you the opportunities. Also, tiny indie

labels don’t count. Think about it. That really 
doesn’t mean anything to your fans. You’ll 
still be playing local bars at half capacity, but 
now, the records you’re selling at the merch 
table will have a little indie-label logo on 
them—no di�erence to them, really.

You’re Opening for an Act That People  
Actually Know

Again, do not try to drum up interest for 
opening for a local act with only 5,000 more 
Instagram followers than you. In the eyes of 
the normie, you and the “bigger” act you’re 
opening for are basically the same. Unless 
you got asked to go on tour with Modest
Mouse or The Decemberists or, against all 
odds, got chosen to be the teeny, little lo-
cal support at the bottom of the bill for Nine 
Inch Nail’s Moda Center appearance, just
keep it to yourself.

You’re Breaking Up

Honestly, I have never seen bands do this,
and this is quite literally a big thing. De�nite-
ly a thing your fans will want to know about. 
Too often, local groups just sorta fizzle or
fade away without so much as a tweet. I hon-
estly think this is the funniest thing a band 
that’s packing it in could do. For any of you 
folks reading this who are gonna throw in the 
towel anyway, I say go out with a nice little

parody of everyone’s favorite annoying band 
update.

Someone Actually Famous Is  
Appearing on Your Track (or Vice Versa)

This is more for folks in hip hop and pop, but 
hey, I knew a band that got Miki Berenyi of 
Lush featured on their track. That’s an actual 
“big thing.” Or not, if you don’t give a shit
about Lush, so hey, it’s all relative. If you’re a 
rapper, and you’re getting featured on your 
other unsuccessful rapper friend’s track, 
again, I can’t stress enough how much your 
friends won’t care. Now, if you’re asked to do 
a verse on a Tyler, the Creator song, even if
they don’t care, they’ll at least be impressed.

Your Song Is Appearing in a TV or  
Movie (That People Will Actually Watch)

Again, the magic words here are that it has 
to be something that people will actually
watch. We’re not talking about your drinking 
buddy’s student �lm or some microbudget 
horror �lm with just enough nudity to get 
some casual browsers to select it on Net�ix. 
We’re talking about something that’ll actu-
ally appear in theaters or a TV show that has 
more than zero online discourse about it. 
I hate to say it, but you know what the ulti-
mate “big thing” would be, is getting your 
song in a fucking commercial. Sure, it might 
not give you that much street cred, but it 
would de�nitely give you a lot of cold, hard 
cash. Besides, the stigma of “selling out” died 
with Gen X. We’re trying to pay rent here.
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Let’s get this out of the way now: I need ev-
eryone reading this to be super cool and 
agree to let the ideas in this list remain funny 
in theory. Let’s not bring them into the real 
world. They’re not so funny in the real world, 
and there’s a good chance security will end 
up roughing you up on the way out. Don’t 
say I didn’t warn you. I’m counting on you 
(yes, you!) to do your part and not make me 
regret writing this. 

Traditionally, tipping strippers has been 
done by throwing dollar bills on the stage 
while they dance. To be sure, making it rain 
remains the primary method of tipping at the 
strip club, but advancements in technology 
have opened the door to other possibilities. 
Cash App and Venmo have made the elec-
tronic exchange of currency between indi-
viduals incredibly simple. Hell, you can even 
pay for drugs that way these days, so you can 
sure as hell use those apps to tip dancers if 
you don’t have access to cash. If you get cre-
ative, I’m sure you can think up plenty of ac-
ceptable ways to tip a stripper, and if you’re 
at a strip club, you damn well better be tip-
ping. That’s not what I’m going to write about 
this month, though. Instead, I’m going to rule 
some things out for you. Here are some ways 
you absolutely should not tip the strippers. 

Coins

Years ago, comedian Daniel Tosh explained 
in his stand-up that “making it rain” is “basi-
cally when you throw cash on the hoes,” af-
ter which he commented, “I like to make it 
hail. That’s when you throw change at sluts.” 
Now, I like Tosh as a comedian, but as is the 
case with the majority of his jokes, this one 
is funnier as a joke. I know people who have 
thrown change on stage, and I’m telling you, 
it’s never well received. If you need to get rid 
of your loose change that badly, take it to a 
Coinstar. Speaking of...

Coinstar Vouchers

Okay, if the Coinstar voucher is worth a high 
enough dollar amount, you might be able to 
pull this one o�, but even then, it’s risky. Be-
cause of how Coinstar works, the cash vouch-

ers issued by their machines can only be re-
deemed at the speci�c store where that par-
ticular machine is located. If the voucher in 
question is worth, say, 100 bucks, and it came 
from a Coinstar that’s located like a block or 
two from the club, that’s still annoying since 
the stripper you want to give it to still has to 
make a special trip to go redeem it, but you 
might be able to pull it o�. Probably not, just 
to be clear, but never say never. On the other 
hand, a 5-dollar voucher issued by a machine 
located 10 miles away? Don’t try to make that 
dancer throw it away for you. Find a garbage 
can and toss it yourself. 

Video Lottery Cashout Slips

These might be the least objectionable 
items on this list, but only if done right. I’ve 
had customers tip me with lotto slips before, 
and I sure as hell didn’t mind. First o�, only 
tip with a cashout slip that came from a lotto 
machine from that club. Like Coinstar vouch-
ers, lottery slips can only be redeemed at the 
establishment where that slip originated, so 

don’t go trying to send that dancer on some 
bullshit side quest. Unlike Coinstar vouch-
ers, however, there is a notable exception in 
the case of lotto slips. In the state of Oregon, 
lotto slips valued over $1,250 have to be re-
deemed at prize centers in either Salem or 
Wilsonville, which would mean a bit of a trek, 
but I’m willing to bet tipping a dancer that 
kind of money might just take the edge o� 
the sting of having to make that drive. What 
you absolutely should not do, under any cir-
cumstances, is feed the lotto machine a dol-
lar at a time and immediately cash out until 
you have a hundred dollars worth of one-
dollar cashout slips and proceed to make it 
rain cashout slips on the stage. As I’m writ-
ing this, I’m imagining having to validate all 
those tickets one dollar at a time at the end of 
the night, and it has me seeing red. Do this at 
my club, and I solemnly vow to in�ict physical 
harm on you. 

Loyalty Reward Punch Cards

I don’t care if it’s for your favorite frozen yo-
gurt chain, smoothie joint, co�ee shop, or 
whatever else, this one would be unbeliev-
ably obnoxious, and exponentially more so 
if the punch card in question doesn’t even 
have all the punches or stamps necessary to 
redeem it. Put the fucking card back in your 
wallet, and hand that dancer enough to buy 
that froyo or smoothie or coffee herself, if 
that’s something she actually wants.

Gospel Tracts

If you’re reading this magazine, I’m guessing 
the probability that you’re out there trying to 
tuck a gospel tract into a stripper’s g-string 
is somewhere in the ballpark of in�nitesimal. 
Then again, there are a whole lot of church 
pews in the world that get farted on every 
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Sunday by hypocrites and charlatans, so who knows? I grew up 
in church. I was a preacher’s kid. I’m painfully aware of just how 
oblivious some Christians are to how counterproductive it is to 
hand out gospel tracts. That’s not to say I disapprove of whole-
sale ministerial outreach. The ladies from Xpose Hope, who come 
into the club wearing their “Jesus Loves Strippers” t-shirts and 
hand out goodies, have always been, in my eyes, nothing short of 
pleasant—and I daresay they’ve done a better job of representing 
the Jesus I always thought I was reading about growing up, than 
the overwhelming majority of Christians I’ve ever known. After all, 
Jesus said, “By this shall all men know that ye are My disciples, if 
ye have love one to another.” (John 13:35). By contrast, Jesus was 
conspicuously silent on the subject of handing out literature with 
an aim to proselytize. I’m guessing because he considered it such 
an astronomically stupid idea that it didn’t even bear mentioning.

Food Stamp Card

A year or so ago, while judging one of DJ Dick Hennessy’s stripper 
competitions, I actually witnessed a guy tossing his food stamp 
card onto the stage. I thought it was hilarious, and luckily, the 
dancer who received the card was amused. All’s well that ends 
well, but I’d say this one is a roll of the dice. While everyone got 
a kick out of it when I saw it happen, it worked as a bit because 
its charm was borne of its novelty. I also get the feeling that the 
novelty of this bit has an extremely short shelf life, and it will wear 
out its welcome very quickly. Try it at your own risk, but if you do, 
at least make sure there are funds on the card, and write the pin 
on the back �rst.

Listen, you’ll never go wrong with good, old-fashioned cash. If the 
dancer has Venmo or Cash App, that’s good, too. That’s all actual 
money. Dancers can pay their rent and bills and feed themselves 
with actual money, which is the point of the job those dancers are 
at the club to do. Beyond that, you’re playing with �re. If the cash 
alternative you’re thinking of o�ering as a tip has low monetary 
value, or it’s a pain in the ass to redeem for said monetary value, 
maybe rethink that idea and take a stroll to the ATM instead.
